COMMUNITY SUSTAINABILITY PLAN STRATAGIES
Note: The following outlines some potential strategies which could be considered in the Chatham-Kent Shoreline Study. They are not intended to all inclusive but rather offer some examples of what can be addressed in the strategy.  These examples stem from input received from the first public open house, on June 22, 2010, and the best practises of other communities who have developed shoreline strategies.  It should be recognized that given the Municipality’s resources, not all strategies may be pursued, but priorities may be established which provide greatest impact/benefit to the Municipality.
Please review the strategies below, and identify in what order you would prioritize each of the strategies by ranking them from 1(high priority) to 10 (low priority), and identify other strategies which should be considered.

	1. Community Improvement Plans – A municipal-wide “Green CIP” could be pursued to provide incentives to the green industry sector and/or private landowners.  A CIP could be used to provide financial incentives (grants, tax increment financing, permit fee exemptions) related to such initiatives as: shoreline management (i.e., erosion control, naturalization), brownfield redevelopment, renewable energy projects, building retrofit initiatives, greening initiatives etc.
	
	

	2. Blue Flag Eco-label – Pursue the designation of Blue Flag for public beaches and marinas.  The Blue Flag designation is internationally recognized as renowned beaches and marinas which meet established criteria related to the environment, water quality, information and education, safety and services, and environmental management.

	
	

	3. Public Use/Acquisition Strategy - Public use/access to the waterfront may be encouraged through priority land acquisition and/or easement strategies for key waterfront natural heritage features and/or enhancement of recreational assets (beaches, waterfront trails etc.).

	
	

	4. Energy Conservation - Energy retrofit programs are available to municipal governments to improve energy efficiency of municipal buildings and offset the upfront costs associated with incorporating more energy efficient measures (energy conservation, water conservation, efficient heating/ventilation, improved lighting).  An energy audit would be required to determine potential for energy efficiencies and retrofits.
	
	

	5. Green Community/Building Design – identify requirements for green community and building design, including Energy Star and Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design (LEED) and LEED ND (Neighbourhood Development) standards.

	
	

	6. Shoreline Management – Policies and guidelines could establish best management practices for private property owners along the shorelines. This would provide guidance and information to promote sustainable practices along the shoreline, including: shoreline naturalization and buffer areas, reduction in water runoff, night skies, maintenance of septic systems, etc.). 
	
	

	7. Cultural, heritage and recreational assets – Identify strategies to promote these assets, through: designation of Heritage Conservation Districts, identification of scenic routes (i.e., Tecumseh Parkway, Underground Rail Road, etc.).

	
	

	8. Community Outreach Programs – Develop a communications program that promotes and raises awareness of sustainability initiatives.  This could include: dedicated website, marketing and advertising, interpretive/educational signage associated with key natural/cultural heritage features, etc.

	
	

	9. Establish a Sustainability Advisory Committee – A Sustainability Advisory Committee (SAC) is often integral to oversee the implementation of the Plan, and inform the public of the successes of implementing sustainability policies and strategies. 


	
	

	10. Identify and Establish Partnerships – Identify and establish partnerships with government, institutions, agencies, community groups, and organizations to assist in implementing shoreline strategies (i.e., research natural features and functions).
